MON. 03 APRIL - Depart for Israel.
This evening we meet together at Toronto airport
and enjoy our overnight flight(s) to Tel Aviv,
Israel.

TUE. 04 APRIL — Jaffa, Tel Aviv.
This afternoon we arrive at the new Tel Aviv
international airport. Welcome to The Holy
Land!
